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Escaped crane causes culling controversy

An escaped Red-crowned Crane that has paired with a wild Common Crane in
Denmark should be captured or killed, according to BirdLife Denmark (DOF).
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The conservation body has also recommended that the same action be applied to
the two hybrid young that the pair has produced this summer.

The statement has attracted great controversy in Denmark, with heated debate

breaking out between those agreeing or disagreeing with DOF's stance. Many LateSt Ra r|t| es
believe that the bird should be allowed to remain wild and that interference with
the crane family is an example of humans "playing god".

The particular Red-crowned Crane in Denmark escaped from Skaerup Zoo south of
Vejle in June 2020 and has been living wild since. This year, the bird paired with a

However, conservationists are concerned about the impact that the mixed pairing
could ultimately have on Denmark's breeding Common Crane population.
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Knud Flensted, biologist at DOF, explained: "ldeally, the adult Red-crowned Crane
should be captured and returned to its zoo and included in a breeding program for
this rare species. The two hybrid chicks may be sterile, but they should be
euthanised to prevent genetic contamination of the local Common Crane
